In a huge exhibition venue (which usually hosts trade fairs), | con-
structed my exhibition according to the principle of cerebral
synapses, or, more poetically, as a set of dispersing footpaths.
From the installation's center, where there was an enclosure with
live sheep as well as a table with computers, scanner, printers and
other technological junk, white paths ran off in seven different
directions, each of which ended in a mini-installation on the
Foolish Pastor's adventures in Spain, Germany, Russia, and Japan.
By turning around slowly on the central “author’s point”, one could
see all of these projects, which appeared as exhibits from the dis-
tant past. Unlike the position of the author, the position of the
spectator was far more interesting in the installation at hand,
because it did not only provide an unobstructed insight into the
author's fantasies, but also revealed his overt ambitions, spread-
ing from Germany all the way to Japan.
